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INTERCONNECTION OF MACROECONOMIC INDICATORS AND PARAMETERS OF THE
THREE-YEAR REPUBLICAN BUDGET

Abstract. The article examines the indicators of the approved and revised republican budget for 2021-2023,
developed on the basis of the Forecast of the country’s socio-economic development, and its possibilities for
financing state development programs. The article also provides a comparative characteristic of the volume,
structure and directions of budget lending, analyzes the costs associated with the acquisition of financial
assets in order to value such transactions.

It was noted that the baseline scenario was taken as a basis for preparing the draft republican budget for
2021-2023, which assumes moderate growth rates of the world economy, a gradual increase in demand, a
less volatile situation in external exchange markets and the adaptation of economic policy to the new realities
of global development. The main impetus for the development of the economy will be provided by the
implementation of strategic and program projects, within the framework of which it is planned to ensure high-
quality and sustainable economic growth. At the same time, stable and progressive economic dynamics is
expected due to a higher increase in gross capital formation, moderate and sustainable growth in consumption
and exports.

However, the unfavorable consequences of the development of the world economy led to a revision of
forecasts. In this regard, the article notes the reasons for revising the forecasts of economic development,
the main of which are the risks persisting in connection with the expectations of the second wave of the
coronavirus epidemic and the slowdown in economic growth due to the escalation of political and trade
differences between the leading countries of the world. It was also established that the formation of the
republican budget for the next three years was based on the outlined priority areas of economic policy aimed
at further implementation of the new development course “Strategy Kazakhstan - 2025” and, first of all, in
terms of ensuring financing of tasks to fulfil social obligations of the state.

The article provides a fairly detailed comparative characteristic of the volume, structure and directions
of budgetary financing of costs. The expenses on raising the status of teachers and medical workers, state
contributions for compulsory social health insurance, per capita financing in secondary education organizations,
providing the population with high-quality drinking water, developing local roads, gasification, providing
housing for young people, etc. low-income large families.

As a result of the study, it can be stated that in the approved republican budget for a three-year period,
there is a correlation between the costs provided for by functional groups and the funds allocated for the
implementation of state development programs.

The methodology for studying the forecast indicators of the republican budget presented in the article can
be used in the study of financial disciplines, in particular, the state budget, as well as for assessing the volume
of financing of state programs.

Key words: macroeconomic indicators, republican budget, revenues, costs, deficit, transfers, forecast of
socio-economic development, baseline scenario.

Introduction. The basis for the formation of the republican budget for 2021-2023 was the Forecast of
the country’s socio-economic development for 2021-2025 amid a slowdown in economic growth and an
unfavorable situation in world commodity markets and budget parameters for 2021-2023. The forecast of
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the country’s macroeconomic indicators for 2021-2025 was formed taking into account the reporting data on
GDP for 2019 and the updated estimate for 2020, forecasts of international organizations on the growth of the
world economy and trends in world prices in commodity markets.

The unfavorable consequences of the development of the world economy led to a revision of its forecasts.
Despite the beginning of the recovery of the largest economies in the world, the risks of a protracted recovery
remain against the backdrop of the second wave of coronavirus and the escalation of political and trade
disputes between the United States and China. As a result of the beginning of the recovery of the world
economy and the growth of energy consumption, oil quotations of Brent rose from the minimum mark in
April 2020 by 2.8 times and amounted to USD 45.1 per barrel on August 25 of the same year.

Such an increase in oil prices this year can be explained by the continuing aggravation of trade relations
between the two world powers, as well as an increase in oil production by OPEC members. However, surveys
of Kazakhstani enterprises conducted by the National Bank indicate the expectation of low rates of recovery
in economic activity against the background of quarantine restrictions in the Republic.

It should be noted that the baseline scenario was taken as a basis for preparing the draft republican budget
for 2021-2023, which assumes moderate growth rates of the world economy, a gradual increase in demand, a
less volatile situation in external exchange markets and the adaptation of economic policy to the new realities
of global development. At the same time, stable and progressive economic dynamics is expected due to a
higher increase in gross capital formation, moderate and sustainable growth in consumption and exports.

Real GDP growth is predicted at 2.8% in 2021 with further growth to 4.6% in 2025. The average annual
GDP growth rate for the coming medium term will be 4.0%. Nominal GDP will grow from 76.7 trillion. tenge
in 2021 to 104.8 trillion. tenge in 2025. GDP per capita will be USD 9.6 thousand in 2021, with an increase
to USD 12.7 thousand in 2025. The IFI consensus forecast for oil prices for 2021-2022 is $ 45 and § 55 per
barrel, respectively. For the medium term, the forecast is based on a more conservative price of USD 35 per
barrel.

The main impetus for the development of the economy will be provided by the implementation of strategic
and program documents, within the framework of which it is planned to ensure high-quality and sustainable
economic growth. In particular, this is an increase in labor productivity, export-oriented production, the
growth of the manufacturing industry through the implementation of the SPIID, the development of the
transport industry through the implementation of the Nurly Zhol State Program and an increase in housing
commissioning through the implementation of the Nurly Zher State Program. The development of SMBs
will be facilitated by the improvement of the business climate, as well as the implementation of the Business
Roadmap 2025, the “Economy of Simple Things” program and the “Enbek” State Program. An increase
in the share of investments in fixed assets in GDP will be facilitated by the implementation of investment
projects and an improvement in the investment climate.

In this article, the goal was set to identify the relationship between macroeconomic indicators and the main
parameters of the republican budget for 2021-2023.

The practical significance of the study is to study the predicted dynamic changes in the formation of the
main parameters of budgets, including income, as well as the volume of expenditures in the social sphere.
This approach makes it possible to methodologically correctly assess the relationship between economic
development indicators and budget parameters.

Materials and methods. The research methodology consisted of the use of methods of comparison and
calculation of dynamic indicators characterizing both the forecast indicators of budgets and the amount of
financing of budget programs. The research methodology was also based on the methods of calculating
indicators of the dynamics of income and costs in the context of functional groups and their comparative
analysis. For the analysis, methods were used to compare the calculated levels of dynamics according to the
budget of the republic in conjunction with the main macroeconomic indicators.

Results. It should be noted that the Government of the country, when forming the forecast of socio-
economic development, additionally considered the pessimistic and optimistic development scenarios, taking
into account the volatility of the global environment, the assumed less favorable external conditions compared
to the baseline scenario. Taking into account the current trends in the development of the country’s economy
since the beginning of 2020 and the situation in the global economy, as noted above, the base case was taken
as the basis for the formation of the forecast, the parameters of which are the most probable with a slight
deviation from current expectations.

The possibility of various scenarios for the development of the economy of our country presupposes
consideration of the trends in income and expenditure of the republican budget in the coming three-year
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period. Based on the foregoing, a comparative study of the forecast parameters of the budget makes it possible
to assess the level of formation and expenditure of funds from the republican budget, to identify the degree of
continuity in the implementation of the main directions of fiscal policy in the medium term.

Along with the Forecast of the country’s socio-economic development, the basis for the formation of
the republican budget for the next three years is the priority areas of economic policy aimed at further
implementation of the new development course of the Republic of Kazakhstan “Strategy of Kazakhstan - 2025
Here we are talking primarily about the formation of the republican budget in terms of the implementation
of tasks to fulfill the social obligations of the state. First of all, of course, this concerns socially important
areas: health care, education, support for small and medium-sized businesses and, in general, support for the
population in the context of an economic downturn.

Now let us consider in more detail the main parameters of the three-year republican budget for the project
for 2021-2023. (Table 1).

The revenues of the republican budget (including transfers) will amount to 11 277.1 billion tenge in 2021,
11 656.5 billion tenge in 2022, and 11 907.8 billion tenge in 2023. The guaranteed transfer is proposed to be
determined in 2021 in the amount of 2 700 billion tenge, in 2022 — 2 400 billion tenge and in 2023 —2 200
billion tenge.

It can be seen that the revenues of the republican budget in the forecast version will increase by 3.4%, and
by 2023 - by 2.2%. The main sources of budget revenues are tax revenues and transfers, including from the
National Fund, which have the largest absolute size and positive dynamics.

In the revenues of the republican budget in 2021, the largest share (58.8%) is occupied by tax revenues,
in 2022 their share will increase to 72.2% and to 76.1% in 2023. In tax revenues annually, a significant
share falls on the receipts of value added tax (46.6%), corporate income tax (28.0%). The annual growth of
VAT and CIT in tax revenues for 2021-2023 is expected to be achieved by increasing the volume of GDP
in accordance with the forecast of the country’s socio-economic development and the projected volume of
imports for 2021-2025.

The expenditures of the republican budget are projected in 2021 in the amount of 13 747.3 billion tenge,
in 2022 — 13 767.1 billion tenge, in 2023 — 13 868.4 billion tenge.

The expenses of the social block in the three-year period will amount to 23.4 trillion tenge, of which for
2021 — 7,1 trillion tenge with an increase of 394 billion tenge compared to the current year. And their share
will be 50.4%. 3,2 trillion tenge will be allocated to support and develop the real sector of the economy. In
2021, about 4 trillion tenge will be allocated to the regions at the expense of the republican budget, which is
more than 28% of the total budget expenditures.

The draft budget expenditure takes into account the continuity of expenditures approved in the budget for
2020 - 2022, taking into account changes in certain areas in the policy of state bodies, the addition of new
obligations in accordance with the messages of the President of the country, legislative acts, as well as the
results of budget execution for 2019 and first half of 2020.
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It should be noted that the main priority areas of the republican budget expenditures for 2021 - 2023 are:

- improving the quality of human capital,

-provision of high-quality, affordable medical care and provision of high-quality, safe medicines,

- maintaining the employment of the population by stimulating productive employment and the
development of mass entrepreneurship,

-development and increasing the efficiency of the agro-industrial complex,

-development of transit potential,

-creation of conditions for technological modernization and digitalization of economic sectors,

-increasing the affordability of housing,

-development of the energy infrastructure.

In order to achieve key national indicators of the Strategic Development Plan of the Republic of
Kazakhstan until 2025, the implementation of state programs for infrastructure development “Nurly Zhol”,
housing construction “Nurly Zher”, development of the agro-industrial complex, industrial and innovative
development, the new program “Business Road Map - 2025 , development of productive employment and
mass entrepreneurship, and other documents of the State Planning System.

The draft republican budget is aimed at continuing the implementation of the instructions of the Head
of State, voiced in the Address to the people of Kazakhstan dated September 2, 2019 “Constructive public
dialogue is the basis of stability and prosperity in Kazakhstan.”

Thus, the draft budget provides for expenses for raising the status of teachers and medical workers by
raising wages, state contributions for compulsory social health insurance, per capita financing in secondary
education institutions, providing the population with high-quality drinking water, developing local roads,
gasification, providing housing for young people, etc. low-income large families.

In accordance with the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On the volume of transfers of a general nature
between republican and regional budgets, budgets of cities of republican significance, the capital for 2020-
2022,” subventions to regions in 2021 will amount to 2,120.9 billion tenge, in 2022 - 2,124 , 7 billion tenge
and in 2023 -1,924.7 billion tenge. Table 2 shows the main directions of expenditures of the republican budget
for 2021 - 2023 (draft).

According to Table 2, it can be seen that the total expenditures of the republican budget for the project will
amount to 1404 9 billion tenge in 2021, 13873.1 billion tenge in 2022 and 13888.6 billion tenge in 2023. In
other words, it is envisaged to reduce them as a percentage of GDP - from 18.3% in 2021 to 16.8% in 2020
and to 15.5% in 2023.

At the same time, noting the forecast of a decrease in the overall level of budget expenditures, it is
necessary to consider them from the point of view of the directions of use of budget funds. From the data
in Table 2, it can be noted that the prevailing functional group of costs provides, as in previous years, the
6th group of costs “Social security and social assistance”, which accounts for 50.4% in 2021, 56 in 2022.
, 3% and in 2023 - 61.6% of all costs, which emphasizes the social orientation of the republican budget.
The second place is taken by general government expenditures with a share equal to 24.6%, 26.2% and
25.3%, respectively, over the years. It should be noted that the level of funding for defense spending, the law
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enforcement system and special government agencies is predicted to be 9.4%, 7.8% and 6.9% by year. And
how very low is the direction of budget funds to support the real sector of the economy (12.1%, 6.6% and
3.9%). It can be seen that the financing of the economy, according to the forecast, by 2023 will be 1.8 times
lower than the financing of the defense and the law enforcement system as a whole. On the contrary, the
maintenance of the state apparatus will be 6.5 times greater than the financing of the economy.

Since the social sphere prevails in the budget expenditures for the project, Table 3 shows its financing.

As can be seen from the data in Table 3, the costs of the approved republican budget in 2021 are predicted
at 13,747.3 billion tenge, in 2022 - 13767.1 billion tenge, or increase by 19.8 billion tenge, and in 2023 -
13868.4 billion tenge, or increase by 101.3 billion tenge. As for the relative growth of costs, it practically does
not increase (100.1% and 100.7%).

Discussion. It can be seen that it is planned to allocate 3959.7 billion tenge, 4210.9 billion tenge and 4467.3
billion tenge, respectively, in spending on social assistance and social security, respectively. Then the share
of such costs will be 28.8%, 30.6% and 32.2%, or increases over the years. The largest growth is foreseen in
the education sector, which accounts for 9.7%, 12.1% and 16.0% of the total cost. And, finally, financing of
health care costs according to the forecast for 2021 is higher than the level of financing of education (1,631.4
billion tenge), or almost 22%, which is associated with the current unfavorable epidemiological situation in
the country and in the world. In subsequent years, the growth rate of such costs will decline according to the
forecast (106.2% and 103.4%).

As for budget lending, the issuance of such loans, according to the forecast, will sharply decrease from
284 billion tenge in 2021 to 102 billion tenge in 2022 and to 20 billion tenge in 2023, or 14 times less
compared to 2021.

Starting from 2022, the repayment of budget loans is much higher than the amount of their issuance,
therefore, net budget lending is negative.

The balance on operations with financial assets of the state is the last parameter of the republican budget.
No proceeds from the sale of such assets are budgeted. According to the forecast, the value of the balance
tends to decrease: from 17.4 billion tenge in 2021 to 4.0 billion tenge in 2022, and in 2023 to -0.1 billion
tenge. Such a decrease should be noted as a positive moment, since the growth of this indicator, other things
being equal, contributes to the growth of the budget deficit.

In absolute terms, the budget deficit in 2021 is projected at the level of 2603.3 billion tenge, in 2022
it is planned to decrease to 2060.57 billion tenge, or by 21%, and in 2023 it is expected to decrease the budget
deficit to 1874.8 billion tenge, or by 9.1%. All these changes in the budget deficit are due to the corresponding
parameters of the Forecast of socio-economic development for 2021-2025.

The study of the main indicators of the approved republican budget allows us to state that in the forecast
version for 2021-2023, the growth of expenditures of the republican budget is kept at a level that does not
exceed the growth of the nominal value of GDP. Permanent observance of this condition will allow reducing
the republican budget deficit from 3.4% of GDP to 2.5% of GDP in 2022 and to 2.1% in relation to GDP in
2023. The developed three-year budget is more focused on the implementation of state and sectoral programs
and, first of all, in the social sphere (medicine and education).

At the same time, noting that the volumes of the estimated revenues of the republican budget as a whole
have a low growth rate in the next three years, and it should be noted that the development of the non-oil
sector of the economy is not yet the main factor in the predicted growth of budget revenues, since this growth
is conditioned by the development of the oil revenues tax base.

In general, the republican budget for 2021-2023 provides for an increase in the volume of spending
on social assistance and social security in the amount of 1,476.8 billion tenge. This increase in funding is
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consistent with the implementation of the tasks that are provided for in the Concept of Social Development
of Kazakhstan.

Conclusions. As a result of the analysis, it can be stated that the volumes of the expected revenues of the
republican budget have a positive trend, which indicates the preservation of continuity in the implementation
of the main directions of the state’s economic policy. The main goal of the economic policy being pursued is
to maintain positive economic growth rates and social stability in the country, and to prepare conditions for
post-crisis development. The new model of the economy will be focused on improving the quality of human
capital, providing affordable medical care and providing quality care, maintaining employment through the
development of mass entrepreneurship, increasing the efficiency of the agro-industrial complex, creating
conditions for the digitalization of sectors of the economy and increasing the affordability of housing.

The implementation of such tasks and directions will create a solid foundation for the long-term and
sustainable development of the country, as well as opportunities for financing the implemented state programs.
