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UPDATING AND DEVELOPING AN ORGANIZATIONAL AND ECONOMIC MECHANISM
FOR THE EFFECTIVE DEVELOPMENT OF REGIONAL TOURISM

Abstract. The post-industrial description of the process of development of modern civilization determines
the dominant position in the field of services and Information Technology in a number of sectors of the
national economy. Tourism is one of the most dynamic «service» industries. The rapid development of
tourism in the advanced countries of the world in recent decades is explained, first of all, by the growth of
social labor productivity as a result of scientific and technological progress, an increase in the material well-
being of the population and an improvement in the quality of life, which ultimately led to an increase in the
share of tourist services in the structure of household expenses. Another factor in the development of tourism
is an increase in free time and an increase in demand for tourist services.

Currently, economic growth in the tourism sector in Kazakhstan is hindered by insufficient information
openness, a focus on providing standard tourist services, which is contrary to the emerging opportunities of
socio-economic communication innovations that have significantly changed the conditions and opportunities
for implementing processes of interaction between people and elements of socio-economic systems, and
a high level of income differentiation of the population (in relation to developed countries) that require
diversification of the tourist product. Thus, the most important element that determines the effectiveness of
the management of the tourist complex and individual economic entities that carry out their activities in this
area is the level of development of the communication system.

All the issues contained in the literature on determining the organizational and economic mechanism for
the development of the tourism industry, the actual introduction of innovative approaches to the development
of tourism at the micro level, the theoretical aspects of determining certain types of tourist activity, as well as
the development of a methodology for calculating the effectiveness of tourist activity, remain insufficiently
studied.

Empirical research in this direction is still very small and is carried out at a sufficiently imperfect level.
A very large number of factors studied attract attention. This is explained, in particular, by the uniformity of
the research objects (levels of the state or economic zone). Due to the insufficient amount of source data and
the lack of evidence for their correctness, along with methodological problems, industry differences are also
problematic. Therefore, it is necessary to identify situational situations that affect the relationship between
success factors and actual success.

Scientific novelty of the conducted research: an organizational and economic model for improving the
efficiency of the tourism industry of the region has been developed.

Key words: tourism, regional tourism, economic efficiency, organizational and economic model, tourism
system, tourism industry.

Introduction. The Covid-19 epidemic has devastated the tourism industry around the world. A full
assessment of the impact of the pandemic on the Kazakh Tourism Industry is not yet possible.

Modern tourism is called the phenomenon of the twentieth century, and the modern century has every
chance of becoming the century of Tourism. Of the 195 countries of the world, more than 150 countries are
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involved in tourism. In recent decades, global tourism has shown reliable growth. According to estimates of
the World Tourism Organization (UNWTO), by 2030, the number of tourist arrivals worldwide will be 1.36
billion. make up a person. On a global scale, tourism accounts for about 10% of GDP and more than 6% of
global exports.

For the regional economy, the use of the potential of the tourism industry is of great importance: cash
flows generated by tourist activities are generated within the region, which has a positive impact on socio-
economic parameters and the process of reproduction.

At the same time, many sectors of the regional economy are covered. This is the multiplier effect of
Tourism.

Research shows that this can stimulate the development of up to fifty sectors of the national economy
[1,2].

In the scientific literature, which gives an idea of tourism as an important factor in the development of the
region, its role in the economy is widely outlined.

Scientists believe that stimulating tourism as a factor in the development of the region can activate
investment processes, smooth out socio-economic inequality, contribute to increasing the human potential
of the population, and create new jobs in municipalities, increase employment and reduce migration flows.

The need to intensify tourist activities in the regions of Kazakhstan is becoming more relevant due to the
restriction of tourist travel abroad due to the spread of Covid-19 coronavirus infection.

However, in order to obtain maximum economic and social benefits from tourism and increase its
importance in regional development, it is necessary to diagnose problems that limit its functioning in a timely
manner, including in the regions.

Materials and methods. The theoretical and methodological basis of the study is the works of domestic and
foreign scientists in the field of theory and practice of assessment and determination of the tourism industry,
as well as legislative acts on tourism activities, decrees of the president of the Republic of Kazakhstan,
resolutions of the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

The information base of the research is the materials of the statistics agency of the Republic of Kazakhstan,
data of regional management bodies, reports of research institutes, regulatory reference materials.

Results and discussion. As world experience shows, crises are not only non-existent, but also necessary
in a certain sense, because they are associated not only with negative phenomena and processes - crises
almost always open up additional opportunities for further growth and development.

According to a study conducted by the World Tourism and Travel Council (WTTC) in the spring of 2020,
the coronavirus pandemic began to reduce to a million jobs in global tourism every day.

Russia is in second place, Italy and the United Kingdom are in third place. In addition, Brazil, France,
Japan, Indonesia and India are expected to suffer greatly in the near future.

According to the researchers, the largest crisis is expected in the Asia-Pacific region, and only the Middle
East will experience the least devastating effects of the virus.

In addition, according to the results of the study, it was noted that the total losses of the industry due to the
coronavirus in 2020 could reach up to 2.1 trillion US dollars (based on the experience of previous epidemics
caused by swine flu HINT1 viruses and acute respiratory viral infections).

The crisis is an opportunity to rethink the development of Tourism. The restoration should include the
reconstruction of the sector, the reconstruction of tourist routes and enterprises, the reconstruction of the
tourist ecosystem, the introduction of innovations and investments in sustainable tourism.

In essence, tourism is an experience that involves tasting local food, getting acquainted with local
landscapes and sights of historical significance. But the main role here is played by people - local guides,
hotel operators, or people who provide other services that make your trip unique or help you run a business
and enter international markets.

Our answers should be directed primarily at people and promise not to leave anyone behind. The crisis
should ensure a more equitable distribution of tourism benefits and allow us to move forward on the path of
a carbon-neutral and more viable tourism economy [3].

First, for the resumption of tourism, enhanced multilateral cooperation and full support are very important
[4]. Cooperation and a sequence of measures to regulate travel at the bilateral, regional and international
levels are tools that allow us to safely resume tourism, accelerate the recovery of the economy and inspire
hope for millions of people. This includes strengthening safety for travelers and employees and ensuring safe
cross-border travel, as well as creating viable travel routes.

For travel and tourism, it is very important to strengthen global cooperation and assistance and accelerate
the recovery of both the economy and society to mitigate the effects of the Covid-19 pandemic.
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Resuming the activities of the tourism sector requires a coordinated and integrated approach. Due to its
intersectoral nature, tourism has formed the basis of the Sustainable Development Agenda and is included in
the UN package of socio-economic measures in response to the Covid-19 pandemic.

Secondly, governments should approach the issue of restoring tourism from a more comprehensive point
of view, involving all levels of government, the private sector and civil society in working with a practically
focused and implemented plan to revive the tourism sector. Tourism services are interdependent [5].

The scattered and diverse nature of the sector means that it intersects with different areas of policy, such
as health, transport, ecology, Foreign Affairs, and the economy.

In addition, all countries should improve coordination mechanisms to help businesses, workers and
tourism destinations, in particular the most vulnerable entities, such as SMEs, to be considered as the leading
principle of restoring stability.

To achieve a sustainable and viable tourism economy, the private sector should also be directly involved
in policy formation [6]. It helps to overcome long-standing challenges, such as resource efficiency and
management, and avoid problems that include excessive tourism and pressure on local infrastructure, the
environment, and communities [7]. It is necessary to focus the recovery policy on accelerating digital
transformation and the transition to a low-carbon economy in the future.

Third, we must focus tourism on responsible and inclusive development. The tourism sector can have a
significant impact on the environment and society — greenhouse gas emissions, impacts on the natural and
cultural environment, or impacts on host communities. Studies have shown that 8% of global greenhouse gas
emissions are accounted for by tourist transport emissions.

The pandemic has opened up opportunities for more diverse, «slow», less and more authentic experiences.
We must participate in a collective discussion of the future of Tourism and the delicate relationship between
Tourism and the environment. We need to invest more in technology, green infrastructure, and more valuable
jobs.

This will lead us to a sustainable, inclusive and viable tourism sector.

Tourism by its very nature is associated with specific resources, geographical factors, regional specifics
and, in our opinion, in order to increase the competitiveness of Kazakhstan, which has a huge territory, it is
appropriate to analyze the formation and development of tourism from a regional point of view with regions
that differ in natural, social and economic factors [8]. At the same time, focusing on the development of
tourism in the regions of Kazakhstan, it is possible to achieve an increase in the tourist attractiveness of the
country as a whole [9].

Currently, despite the growing interest of regions in the development of tourism, the very concept of
«regional tourism» is not included in the main document regulating tourism activities in the Republic of
Kazakhstan, but Kazakhstani researchers are trying to form the concept of this type of Tourism and consider
the specifics of its development.

Regional tourism should be understood as tourist activity that is characteristic of a particular region, a set
of countries and territories with the same conditions for tourism development, and a similar level of Tourist
Development.

But, in our opinion, regional tourism is a very complex, organized system that is formed from many
elements (recreational resources, tourist infrastructure, environmental and personal security, etc.) that are
interconnected with each other, perform the functions of meeting tourist needs within the borders of a
particular territory and are necessary conditions for its development.

Therefore, it should be considered further:

- tourist attractions and infrastructure systems within the region;

- alarge independent intersectoral complex of the regional economy, including enterprises and organizations
belonging to various industries;

- socio-economic resource that requires adequate compliance with the goals and objectives set for the
formation of an organizational and economic management mechanism;

- management object that is the basis for forming a strategy for Sustainable Tourism Development in the
region.

At the same time, the specificity of tourism as a segment of the regional economy lies in the special nature
of interaction between Tourism and the region.

The region, from the point of view of the interests of regional tourism, is considered, first of all, as a
defined territory-a space in which objects of tourist interest and infrastructure serving tourists are located.

Secondly, as a socio-economic complex that ensures the sustainable development of tourism in the region
through the provision of qualified workers, the formation and management of a tourist destination.
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Tourism, considered from the point of view of the interests of the development of regional tourism:

- as a targeted resource for restoring the vital forces of local residents and visiting tourists;

- as an independent economic complex that provides employment and additional income to the region;

-as a factor of preserving the natural and recreational potential and increasing the competitiveness of the
regione.

According to our analysis, the most significant negative factor hindering the development of tourism in the
regions was the lack of funding for the tourism industry. This situation has a direct impact on the formation
of conditions for tourism development in the regions.

Thus, the well-known and characteristic problems of many Kazakhstani regions in the field of Tourism
(underdeveloped tourist infrastructure, wear and tear of the material and technical base, lack of accommodation
facilities with a modern level of comfort, etc.) have been formed and continue to have a negative impact due
to insufficient funding.

For a more complete description of regional tourism, it is advisable to group the conditions of its
development into three structural blocks (Table 1).

Grouped in this way, the development conditions allow us to form an effective regional policy, which, in
our opinion, is a set of programs, methods and directions that affect the work of the tourism industry.

Thus, a comprehensive analysis of the territorial and resource block allows us to determine the effectiveness
of using the recreational potential, identify the resource potential that is not involved in the regional tourism
sector, and identify existing and potentially new promising types of Tourism.

The socio-economic block allows us to assess the availability of labor resources in the field of tourism in
the region, analyze the effectiveness of employment of the local population. The analysis of the components
of the organizational and management unit helps to assess the existing material and technical base of the
region, build a coordinated system of regional tourism management [10].

One of the most important elements of this block, which requires proper assessment and constant
monitoring, is the provision of security in the formation of regional tourism.

The effective functioning of the tourism system in the region is impossible without planning, regulation and
coordination of the actions of the structures responsible for its development. This requires the development of
a comprehensive mechanism for stimulating tourist activity at the regional level.

Thus, when planning the development of tourism in the region, from a purely economic approach (from
the point of view of enterprises and stakeholders), attention should be focused on marketing, that is, on
tourists and travelers who act as consumers of regional tourist products and sources of cash receipts.

All the presented indicators and internal indicators form the impression of tourists (as well as their desire
and readiness to visit the territory), on the basis of which the tourist attractiveness of the region is formed.
In this regard, all of them should be taken into account when considering tourism as a tool for regional
development.

The importance of these factors is explained by the fact that temporary stay implies the need to use the
services of all spheres of life (hospitals, public transport, law enforcement agencies, utilities, etc.) used by
local residents.

At the same time, their impact on the tourist experience can be significantly higher in comparison with
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the perception of the quality of services provided directly from tourist enterprises (hotels, restaurants, travel
agencies, tour bureaus, etc.). This understanding of tourism in the region ultimately determined our approach
to assessing its role in the development of the territory and increasing its attractiveness as a tourist destination.

It should be noted that the mechanism for stimulating the development of tourism in the region cannot
be created solely due to its internal conditions, since the region, demonstrating its tourist product, enters the

national and international tourism markets, competing with other regions for potential consumers.

The organizational and economic mechanism for the effective development of regional tourism is shown

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This mechanism for stimulating the development of tourism in the region should be implemented through
a set of targeted measures, including the following main actions:

- ensuring the availability of a competitive tourism development program;

- identification of problems of effective use of tourist and recreational potential;

- stimulating investment flows in the industry;

- promotion of the region on the market;

- ensuring management of the implementation of the selected program and development of tourism in the
region.

The development of the tourism industry stimulates the formation of related industries, contributes to
the growth of the standard of living of the population of the regions, job creation, increases revenues in the
economy and budget of the region, contributes to the preservation of natural and cultural heritage. Therefore,
one of the tasks of regional government bodies is to develop comprehensive programs for the development
of the tourism industry as an integral part of the regional socio-economic complex and a factor of growth.

The presence of a rich cultural and natural potential allows the region to occupy an important place in
the world tourism market, but it is mandatory to conduct an active regional policy in the field of Tourism
Development.

Summary and Conclusion. The identified and grouped conditions for the development of regional
tourism are certain specific factors influencing the formation of an incentive mechanism that can be provided
by functional groups that form a system of resource, economic, organizational and administrative approaches
to targeted impact. Let’s look at some of them:

1. Development and implementation of a system for monitoring and evaluating the use of resource
potential. As the main measures of action aimed at this, it is necessary to properly reflect the inventory of
tourist resources of the region and the preparation of its cadastre; identify tourist zones in the region, taking
into account the potential for the development of natural, historical, socio-cultural assets and various types
of Tourism.

2. An effective economic mechanism for stimulating the development of tourism, which involves, first
of all, the formation of a system of support for the authorities, which includes a wide range of economic
mechanisms: partial subsidizing of interest rates on loans of domestic banks for the modernization of existing
enterprises of tourist infrastructure and the construction of new ones; financial benefits at low interest -
providing benefits and loans at very low interest rates (stimulating the flow of investments at the expense of
their own funds); preferential taxation of recreational enterprises, etc.

3. Development of the organizational mechanism: coordination of actions of participants in the tourist
process (management bodies, recreational enterprises, tourists, local population); information support for
collecting statistical data, forecasting promotions of local tourist products.

4. An effective administrative mechanism for stimulating tourist activity based on the formation of a
program-oriented tourism development management system in the region: development of a targeted regional
tourism development program; creation of conditions for the activities of tourism industry enterprises, their
regulation and control; support for the development of social tourism, protection of the interests of all
participants in the tourism system.

The principle of systematic analysis of the regional tourism economy: clearly formulate a specific regional
problem of Tourism, identify goals and find effective ways to solve it.

Models of economic tasks for the functioning of regional tourism industries are based on the following
principles:

- socio-economic factors of a particular region are considered as components of the National complex;

- socio-economic factors of tourism in a particular region are considered as components of the regional
complex;

- the regional economic model of Tourism corrects all-Russian models in this territory, linking them to a
single territorial complex of the state;

- the regional economic model of tourism is closely related to the National Economic and mathematical
model and is its projection on a specific territory (economic zone, region, etc.).

The main stages of systematic analysis of the regional economy are goal setting and model development:

- the purpose of studying the regional tourism economy is the same as that of the territorial organization
of the country as a whole. This is a step-by-step creation of a highly efficient, harmonious territorial sectoral
farm;

- regional tourism industry. The main content of the goal is as follows:
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- rational placement of tourism industries in the economic region;

- purposeful formation of a certain «personality» of the tourist economic zone;

- creation of an optimal network of tourist industries interconnected with other sectors of the region’s
economy.

The development of economic and mathematical models of regional economic processes includes:

- modeling of stages of socio-economic development of the future tourism industry in the region as a
whole;

- modeling the placement of tourist productive forces in their three-dimensional proportions and time;

- adjustment of the scale of taxation in the regional tourism industry;

- development of a regional investment policy in the field of Tourism.

Obviously, the success of the tourist activity of the region (i.e., the service of receiving domestic and
foreign tourists on its territory) depends on the economic level as a whole, how the infrastructure is developed,
how high the standard of living in the region is, and many other factors.

It is able to identify the problems of this region in a timely manner, identify the causes of these problems
and create the right program that allows us to correct shortcomings and implement the prospects for the
development of the region, in respect of which the ongoing state policy is crucial for the development of the
region.
