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SCIENTIFIC PEDAGOGICAL ISSUES OF PHYSICAL CULTURE
TEACHERS PROFESSIONAL TRAINING

Abstract. In the process of pedagogical research «based on the analysis of available literary sources,
archival materials, regulatory documents of the education system, it was found that the modernization of
higher pedagogical education, including in the field of physical culture, determined the need to rethink the
criteria for the quality of pedagogical activity.

At the present stage of development of physical education, the competence-based approach is becoming
increasingly important, from a relatively local turning into a socially significant phenomenon. The
implementation of new approaches implies an increase in the effectiveness of the training system in the field
of physical culture on the basis of going beyond the framework of «knowledge», subject-oriented education
towards the competence-based approach, which provides the student with maximum opportunities for self-
realization.

Based on the theoretical analysis of literary sources, normative legal documentation of the education
system, practical work experience using the method of identifying an essential component, factor analysis,
descriptors of the formation of professional basic competencies of a physical education teacher, presented in
the competence model, were determined general professional training of a teacher of physical culture.

The correctness of the working hypothesis of the research was confirmed. The proposed competence-
based model of general professional training of a teacher of physical culture implemented in the process
of studying and mastering the methodology of teaching sports games, which includes theoretical, practical
lessons, methodological and practical lessons, independent work of students. The developed content of the
educational process on the basis of the course «Sports games» is reflected in the published educational and
methodological manual of the author «Sports games in the process of forming professional basic competencies
of a teacher of physical culture» in the specialty - «Physical culture».

Introduction. In modern society, in the education system, the problem of competitiveness, including
teachers of physical culture, is gaining special relevance. The competitiveness of a teacher is determined
by his professionalism, the success of a physical education teacher, a sports coach, a physical education
specialist in various sports and physical education organizations also depends on the level of professionalism.
“... A professional is a specialist who has mastered skills in professional activity, consciously changing and
developing himself in the course ofnthe influence of labor, making his own individual, creative contribution to
the profession, finding his individual purpose, stimulating in society interest in the results of his professional
activity and increasing the prestige of his profession in society ...” [1].

According to L.I. Lubysheva and V.A. Magin (2003), the modernization of professional physical education
is due to the need to overcome the problematic situation in which contradictions between the quality of
professional training of teachers and the requirements of social practice for the quality of development of the
sphere of physical culture and sports are manifested [2].

The growing needs of society require a modern pedagogue, in particular a teacher of physical education,
deep morality, a formed system of values and beliefs, civic position, interest in the development of the creative
potential of their students, the ability to innovate, self-improvement, professional activity, etc. Therefore, one
of the main tasks of higher education, along with the formation of a harmoniously developed personality, is
the task of forming a professionally competent teacher [3].

Competencies are formed not only in the learning process, but in all types of activities. The means of
forming competencies are professional training, socio-cultural activities, which make up the content of
vocational education.

Thus, the main idea of organizing training aimed at the formation of competencies is to master various
academic disciplines with the ability to practically implement cognitive and professional tasks [4].

Level up problem, the competence of the future teacher of physical culture, who is able to think freely and
actively, to model the educational process, independently generate and implement new ideas and technologies
of teaching and upbringing is relevant in modern socio-economic conditions. First, a competent teacher of
physical culture has a positive impact on the formation of creative students in the process of teaching and
educational work; secondly, he will be able to achieve the best results in his professional activity; thirdly, it
contributes to the realization of their own professional capabilities [5].

In connection with the introduction of the competence-based approach in scientific and educational
practice, the problem of creating a complete list of competencies for each level and profile of education,
including the classification of competencies, is being actualized.

The question of the classification of competencies is rather complicated both in content and in
terminological terms and is ambiguously solved in the scientific literature. Competencies are divided into
general or universal (necessary for an educated person, regardless of the profile of training) and general
professional (specialization in certain areas of activity) [6].

Materials and methods. In the context of improving the professional and pedagogical training of
students of physical culture faculties, one of the foundations of the content is the planning of educational
material, which contributes to the highest quality training of teachers in the field of physical culture.

Sports games are one of the main components of practical “and methodological training of students, which
has a wide variety of motor actions.

In order to determine the main aspects and components of the professional training of physical education
teachers, we analyzed plans and training programs, the content and methods of distribution of didactic
material, the sequence of training, which determines the professional competence of future teachers [7].

In the variety of physical education tools used in. For the purpose of harmonious development of modern
man, one of the leading places is occupied by games, especially sports games. They are among the most
common and favorite types of exercise for people around the world.

To determine the effectiveness of the use of the competence model of general professional training of a
physical education teacher, we conducted a survey of 1-4-year students of the Sport Academy in the specialty
050000 “Physical culture teacher”. The processed results of the questionnaire are presented.

In our study, managerial competency was included in the questionnaires.

Procedure. Pedagogical research was carried out on the basis of the sport Academy in Almaty city. The
experts were SA teachers, 1-4-year students, physical culture teachers of the secondary school at the place of
teaching practice.
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As an experimental group, we considered group 1A in the amount of 36 people. The control group consisted
of students of group 1B in the amount of 36 people.

The experimental group was engaged during 2020-2021. on the basis of the competence-based “model
of general professional training of a physical education teacher (Krivsun, 2009), and the comparison group
studied according to the previously used program.

A survey was conducted on the research problem.

Discussion. Based on the analysis of literature, scientific and methodological documentation, archival
materials, from our own pedagogical experience, we formulated characteristics of the professional and
pedagogical activity of a physical education teacher, which were expertly assessed by physical education
teachers of basic schools of passing pedagogical practice, teachers Faculty of Physical Education. The obtained
statistical data set on the significance of the characteristics of professional activity was analyzed using the
method of identifying an essential component of the statistical data set. As a result, some characteristics
were recognized as less significant in the professional activity of a physical education teacher and were not
considered further [8].

Several characteristics of professional activity were correlated with descriptors and distributed according
to the professional basic competencies of a physical education teacher based on the requirements for training
in teacher, regulatory and legal documentation, in the direction of “Physical culture”.

The distribution of descriptors according to professional basic competencies in the process of developing
a competence-based model of general professional training of a physical education teacher was carried out
using factor analysis [9].

Factor analysis is a mathematical method that allows you to identify hidden features, as well as their
connections based on the analysis of matrices of statistical relationships (correlations, “distances”) between
the measured features. The main task of factor analysis is to reduce the set of test measurements to a small
number of basic (professional competencies) with the determination of the measure of determination of
primary variables (pedagogical characteristics - descriptors) by the basic ones. Factor analysis is used either
as a data reduction method, or as a classification method (in the ongoing dissertation research it is used as
a classification method). The columns of the factorial weights matrix contain the correlation coefficients
between the factor and the characteristic. This information allows you to find the signs that are most closely
related to this factor, i.e. between themselves [10].

The specificity of professional physical culture education lies in the most important component of the
content of professional training of physical culture teachers - motor activity. The learning process goes
through and through the variety of physical exercises. At the same time, the most important element of the
professional training of a teacher of physical culture is the formation of professional competencies necessary
for. successful professional and pedagogical development [11].

In the process of professional training of teachers of physical culture, professional competencies are
formed, which subsequently largely determine the role and place of a teacher in the field of physical culture.

Determination of the degree of mastery of a complex of professional basic competencies, carried out by
us on the basis of a ten-point scale, assessment, is more variable in comparison with the standard five-point
scale, since the use of a ten-point scale allows us to obtain scientific data with a higher degree of reliability
indicators of the studied process of formation of professional, basic competencies of a teacher of physical
culture [12].

We have noted the need for a descriptor description of each highlighted professional basic competence,
s0. how the learning outcomes can be presented in the form of descriptors - descriptions of what the student
should know, be able and what to own upon completion of the study program.

In addition to the highlighted descriptors of professional basic competencies of a physical education
teacher, we have developed criteria for assessing the quality of the formation of descriptors. Each criterion
is assessed by performing competence-oriented tasks in the process of studying the course “Sports games”.

Organizational and managerial competence

1. The student is able to manage the individual pedagogical work of the students.

- Applies methods of individual work.

- Selects the gradation of individual work.

- Has a selection of personality-oriented tasks.

- Owns typical mistakes in individual work.

- Carries out the solution of psychological problems in individual work.

2. The student is able to manage the collective pedagogical work of the students.
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- Knows how to make significant comments in a timely manner.

- Ensures the activity of all students.

- Supervises the actions of all those involved.

- Forms the actions of each student individually in the process of group work.

- Supports a working environment in the team.

3. The student has mastered the methods of forming self-and mutual control among the students.

- Possesses knowledge of typical mistakes in the process of teaching the technique of the game.

- Possesses knowledge of typical mistakes in the process of teaching game tactics.

- Follows the terminology of defining precise and concise definitions of the characteristic mistakes of
students.

- Predetermines the occurrence of errors in the technique of performing exercises.

- Selects trainees to help each other.

4. The student is able to carry out a personality-oriented orientation of classes.

- Owns the selection of classes in accordance with the requests of the students.

- Has a training methodology in accordance with the anatomical and physiological characteristics of the
trainees.

- Selects the methods of training in accordance with the level of preparedness of the trainees.

- Determines the methods of training in accordance with the age characteristics of the trainees.

- Selects classes in accordance with the gender characteristics of the trainees.

5. The student possesses the methods and technologies of extracurricular sports activities.

- Identifies the most popular types of sports activities among the practitioners.

- Owns the rules for conducting sections, circles.

- Conducts extracurricular sports activities.

- Complies with. rules for: extracurricular activities in the school day:

- Possesses the technique; preservation of the contingent of those involved; involved in out-of-class work
[13].

6. The student possesses the methods and technologies of carrying out extra-curricular sports-oriented
work.

- Knows the rules for traveling to various sporting events outside the educational institution;

- Controls the discipline of the participants during the events.

- Ensures the activity of all students.

- Owns the rule of “press selection”, ranking the importance of the competition.

- Complies with the rules of the strategy for conducting various sports events:

7. The student possesses the technology of organizing independent work of those involved in homework.

- Owns the methods of selection of independent work of those who are engaged.

- Completes exercises for self-control of those involved.

- Selects exercises for mutual control of those involved

- Has knowledge of homework exercises.

- Possesses scientific and thematic material for independent work.

The criterion support of the educational process consists in the need to ensure the solution of goals based
on the determination of the characteristics of the evaluation of the phenomenon under study. In the dissertation
research, descriptors of professional basic competencies of a physical education teacher and criteria for
assessing the quality of the formation of descriptors act as characteristics of assessment of professional basic
competencies [14].

In the “pedagogical conditions of the educational process, content provision is a systemic complex aimed
at the formation of professional basic competencies of a teacher of physical culture, including regulatory
documentation of the education system (professional requirements for a teacher), work programs, a competence
model of general professional training of a teacher of physical culture, practical recommendations.

Procedural support of the system of pedagogical conditions consists in changes in the regulatory
framework in a particular educational institution, reflected in the decision of the academic council of the
faculty, university [15].

The methodological and technological support of the educational process consists in the availability of a
base corresponding to the set goals, which * includes pedagogical personnel, educational and methodological
materials, special equipment and inventory.

The system of pedagogical conditions for ensuring the educational process is based on didactic principles,
which consist of awareness, visibility, activity, accessibility, quality and efficiency of the information received.
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Conscious assimilation of the received information and methodological support consists in the fact that
each participant in educational activity must clearly understand what information, at what time, and for what
purpose he needs it. The condition for the conscious use of the information received is the ability to use it to
correct the intended solution to a professional problem in an operational mode of a rapidly changing reality.
The teacher achieves this during the formation of the student’s ability to analyze their activities in the learning
process and make changes in their actions. It is recommended that students solve professional problems of
varying degrees of complexity when conducting practical classes in a group, knowing well the physical,
technical and tactical capabilities of their classmates. The material under study must be assimilated firmly.
This is achieved by multiple variable, repetition of the assigned tasks with different tasks (varying the load,
methods, training techniques, the number of people involved, the level of technical, tactical training, etc.)
[16].

The clarity of the provision of information allows students to quickly and more accurately get an idea of the
learning processes used in the professional! activities, the ability to quickly navigate in them and receive the
necessary information for the operational construction of pedagogical situations. A prerequisite at the initial
stage of teaching any kind of sports game (handball, basketball, volleyball, football) is to familiarize students
with the existing systems used in conducting classes, competitions, and competitions. The demonstration
must be accompanied by verbal information that concretizes the visual effects, which will increase the
effectiveness of the emergence of logical, visual and kinesthetic images of the processes under study [17].

The condition for encouraging students to active professional activity is the need to involve the student in
independent activity in obtaining and analyzing information. In this, tasks of various pedagogical orientation
play an important role, requiring independent * work. These solutions to tasks through all the developing
activity lead to creative thoughts when modeling various pedagogical situations, which must be encouraged
in every possible way.

The condition of accessibility and efficiency in the formation of tasks for each student consists in the content
of education, means, forms and methods of its transformation into elements of pedagogical experience and
should be adequate to the characteristics of professional experience, the level of physical development and
motor readiness in a specific type of sports game, focus of professional interests. In the process of forming a
competent teacher of physical culture, it is necessary for the student to know the educational capabilities of
those involved in mastering the taught discipline, to timely determine the indicators of physical development,
physical fitness and cognitive qualities, deviations from the established patterns characteristic of a certain
gender of children and adolescents. Considering the identified features, the student can differentiate the
educational process.

Conclusion. Improvement of the formation, professional basic competencies of a teacher of physical
culture can be optimized on the basis of the training course “sports games”. The training course “Sports
games” is a part of the federal component, which forms practical and methodological knowledge, skills and
abilities for their application in the field of professional activities of a physical education teacher. A feature
of this discipline is the study and development of the methodology of teaching sports games, which includes
lectures, methodological-practical and practical classes, independent work of students.

The developed content of the educational process on the basis of the course “sports games” is reflected
in the published educational-methodical manual of the author “Sports games in the process of formation of
professional basic competencies of a teacher of physical culture.”

The structural units of the formation of professional basic competencies are the author’s descriptors,
which form the basis of professional competence.

The pedagogical conditions for the implementation of the competence-based model of general professional
training of a teacher of physical culture in the process of research are target, criterial, substantive, procedural
and methodological and technological support.

It is recommended to the teaching staff of secondary specialized and higher educational institutions for
practical use in order to improve “the training of physical education teachers. On the basis of a competence-
based approach:

To use the competence-based model of general professional training of a physical culture teacher in the
process of improving the educational-methodological complexes of the discipline “Sports Games”.

Introduce methodological and practical lessons into the educational process in order to form professional
basic competencies of a teacher of physical culture. When conducting methodological and practical classes, it
is recommended that a subject is recommended that ensures the formation of professional basic competencies
of a teacher of physical culture.
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The use of a competence-based model of general professional training of a physical education teacher in
the process of forming professional basic competencies should be ensured with the observance of pedagogical
conditions, consisting in the target, criterial, substantive, procedural and methodological and technological
support of the educational process.

In the educational process, descriptors should be used as structural units for assessing the level of
proficiency in professional basic competencies of a physical education teacher.

Conduct an annual survey of students using descriptors of professional basic competencies and indicators
for evaluating descriptors proposed. In the process of passing the course “Sports Games” to correct the
educational process in the framework of the formation of professional basic competencies of a physical
teacher culture.
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
