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FEATURES OF FORMING THE FINANCIAL STRATEGY OF SMALL BUSINESSES

Abstract. The article examines the features of the formation of small businesses, considers the main
priority areas for the development of financial activities. Small business is an important component of the
market economic system. The factors of external financial environment affecting the company’s activities; the
study of the factors internal financial environment of the company; assessment of the current strategic position
of the company; development of the strategic financial goals of the company; modeling of the financial
activities and development of target strategic standards of the company; organization of the control over the
implementation of the financial strategy. The peculiarities of strategic management of small businesses, as well
as criteria for developing the financial strategy of these subjects are: to consider the factors of the domestic
financial environment; the factors of external financial environment in its variability; financial strategy should
justify the choice of one or another source in the corporation. Finally, it is important to consider the financial
risks, associated with the choice of funding source. Small business provides the necessary mobility in market
conditions, provides specialization and cooperation, and allows increasing the flexibility and efficiency of
any business.

Introduction. In the context of globalization of the world economy and with the dominant role of global
actors in the region, the study of the place of each global actor individually through the prism of the evolution
of geopolitical strategy and, based on the development vector, the prospects for their future activities in
relation to countries. The most optimal will be the division of the studied works on the issue into several
groups. The first group included the works of Western scholars who studied both evolution and the current
state, and the potential prospect of geopolitical interests and foreign policy. This category includes such
prominent geopolitician as H. Mackinder, A. Mahan and N. Spykman. Their scientific works became the
foundation of the concept of Russia.

Materials and methods. The research methodology is based on the dialectical method, freed from
materialistic or idealistic monism and based on the pluralistic, multilinear interdependence of all social
phenomena. We also used the method of dialectical interdependence and interaction of methods: theoretical
and empirical, historical and logical, induction and deduction in the study of the quantitative characteristics
of labor potential in agricultural sector in our country. The theoretical basis is based on existing theoretical
and empirical publications. In this article were used abstract-logical, analytical, monographic economic-
statistical, sociological, expert methods, as well as the methods of economic-mathematical analysis, modeling
and forecasting.

The Statistics Committee of the Ministry of National Economy of the Republic of Kazakhstan, as well as
works of the scientists and economists, published in the periodicals and posted on web sites, legislative and
policy documents.

This problem is much closed to the problem of migration. The main reasons for migration of young people
from rural to urban areas are: unemployment; limited access to the desired professional education and career
growth; poorly developed housing construction; road transport problems; low level of the cultural, medical
and commercial services [1, P.21].

The labor potential of the region, as well as the country, is one of the most important indicators of the
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economic development, the calculation of the main characteristics of which in practice is the quite difficult
task. Assessment of the labor potential is the complex task in terms of methodology and organization. There
are two characteristics of labor potential - quantitative and qualitative. At the same time, the quantitative
characteristic is determined by the demographic factors and the intensity of the labor process. The qualitative
characteristic is determined by the ability of the labor resources to produce added value and socio-economic
relations. The main component of the resource potential of agriculture, human capital is formed mainly in the
rural areas.

Against the background of declining employment in the rural areas, there is the similar growth in urban
areas, which indicates the significant flow of the working-age population from the village to the city, which
in turn leads to the significant distortions in the regional labor market.

Results. The main goal of small businesses is to provide employment. Overcoming unemployment is
one of the most important socio-economic problems of the modern stage of the economic development.
The implementation of the additional measures aimed to the reducing tension in the labor market, allowed
not only to preserve the personnel potential of employees of organizations, but also to reduce the number
of unemployed citizens [2]. The First President of the Republic of Kazakhstan emphasizes the importance
of sustainable development. Thus, in the Address “Nurly Zhol- path to the future”, the First President of the
Republic of Kazakhstan noted the need to continue work on the development of SMEs as driver of economic
growth, and also stressed the importance of increasing the share of SMEs to 50% of GDP [3].

One of the reasons for the unfavorable situation in the rural development is the low level of comfort
of living in the rural areas. In order to attract and retain the population in the rural areas, it is necessary to
implement the set of measures [4, P.64].

In the process of developing the financial strategy, it is advisable to identify the following priority areas
for the development of financial achievements [5, P.58]:

The peculiarities of the development of small business should be specified in the target strategic standards.
These may include: the growth rate of net cash flow; return on equity; asset structure; financial leverage.

Modern large agricultural formations are well equipped with high-performance equipment and apply
effective technologies. It does not require large number of the workers and employees. Personal subsidiary
farms are losing their appeal to the villagers from year to year, but they are not in a hurry to organize farms. The
level of technical equipment of small farms of agricultural production does not meet modern requirements:
high wear and tear, low technical and operational characteristics, which affects the state of provision of their
labor resources, changes the qualitative composition and structure of the labor force [6, P.17].

Discussion. Modeling of financial activity and development of target strategic standards of the company
show the system of strategic financial goals, how it is formed at the previous stage in the specified target
strategic standards.

Improving the quality of life is the necessary condition for preserving and expanding the reproduction of
human capital in the rural economy. At the same time, the main direction of improving the standard of living
of the rural population is to increase income by increasing the efficiency of the enterprises in the agricultural
sector and rural development.

In the agricultural sector, on one hand, low wages cannot stimulate the improvement of the financial
condition of the enterprise, on another - the financial condition of the enterprise cannot provide the employee
with high level of the wages. This contradiction does not contribute to improving the standard of living and
makes it necessary to solve the problem. It should be allowed within the framework of the mechanism of
material incentives for labor at the enterprise [7, P.65]. Those macroeconomic factors are under the company’s
control and the internal financial environment [8, P.67].

Second, the importance of assessing the external financial environment affecting the company influences
on the business, actually. In the crisis, the consequences of current decisions do not have to be corrected. In
addition, during the crisis, well-developed financial strategy can develop the potential of the corporation.

Third, the number of participants in compulsory social insurance is not constant; the small increase in the
number of participants is replaced by small decrease in the number. This situation is due to changes in the
economic situation and changes in the demographic composition of the population. The highest rate of

coverage of the economically active population by the compulsory social insurance system was recorded
in 2011, ten years ago.

The amounts of money, accumulated in the State Social Insurance Fund of Kazakhstan in the period
under study, have positive growth dynamics, regardless of the number of participants. The weighted average
amount of social contributions for the 1st employee also has a positive increase in years.
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With regard to the accumulation of social contributions, there are a number of the problems: irregular
and late payment of social contributions by payers; transfer of social contributions not full; transfer of social
contributions for several months by one payment.

The analysis of the social risks, based on the number of participants in the compulsory social insurance
system, and the participants, who received insurance payments on the occurrence of insurance cases, tends
to increase social risks [9, P.125].

Social Security benefits are progressive: they represent a higher proportion of a worker’s previous earnings
for workers at lower earnings levels. For example, benefits for a low earner (with 45 percent of the average
wage) retiring at age 65 in 2019 replace about half of his or her prior earnings. But benefits for a high earner
(with 160 percent of the average wage) replace about one-quarter of prior earnings, though they are larger in
dollar terms than those for the low-wage worker.

It is necessary to clearly understand what resource base small business should have to implement the
chosen strategy and its effectiveness. The issue of ensuring competitiveness as the key factor of enterprise
sustainability is also relevant.

Social Security provides a higher annual payout than private retirement annuities per dollar contributed
because its risk pool is not limited to those who expect to live a long time, no funds leak out in lump-sum
payments or bequests, and its administrative costs are much lower [10, P.189].

Conclusion. The financial stability in our country, effective managing, capital and investments depends
on the national stability. Thus, it is quite necessary to ensure effective management of the enterprise in the
long term, comprehensive approach to the formation of the financial strategy, taking into account all possible
nuances. In the system of functioning of compulsory social insurance of the Republic of Kazakhstan at the
current stage of development there is an acute problem of non-conformity of amounts of social contributions
to the expectations of the population at the onset of most social risks. In this regard, the methodology for
calculating social benefits for all approved social risks should be gradually adjusted.
