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LANGUAGE AS THE FACTOR OF THE REVIVAL OF KAZAKH CULTURE

Abstract. Social and legal system in Kazakhstan is based on the constitutional problem of the state
language. The Kazakh language is going through the most difficult period, and the long expansion of the
Russian language seems to be complemented by the equally tough expansion of the English language. We
hope that with the acquisition of state independence, the Kazakh language will come out of the state of
steady decline and crisis have not yet been fulfilled. Declaring it the state language in our republic has not yet
brought it any rise in prestige or patronizing concerns from the authorities, including their top managers. The
process of extinction of the language of an indigenous nation in its own country due to the number of factors,
and mainly due to the irresponsible and indifferent attitude of the Republic’s leadership, is becoming more
noticeable than in the colonial era of the XX and XXI centuries.

Introduction. National legal system without full-fledged state and development of the national language
is nonsense. According to the Constitution of 1995, according to many experts, the status of the Kazakh
language has become even less defined and vague. According to the (article 7, paragraph 2), in fact, made
both Kazakh and Russian languages state languages [1, P.7]. There is no great harm in this equality if these
two national languages did not differ sharply in their specific weight and condition. In fact, their state equality
is the fiction. Such the constitutional setting could be appropriate and would work for the benefit if the
Kazakh language lived the normal life and was not already displaced from public and state use in the previous
period, being at the stage of gradual extinction.

Ultimately, the institutional context was unable to safeguard natural resource revenues in order to reduce
fiscal volatility and promote a macroeconomic environment conducive to long-term investment. Several
countries have demonstrated that this kind of “natural resource curse”- the paradox that countries with
abundant natural resources face slower growth and worse development outcomes than countries

without resources- can be avoided through effective economic and fiscal policies [2, P.19]. The real
process of positive of law, its transformation into the right, the necessity of accounting of objective and
subjective properties and demands of law, depends on from many different factors- objective and subjective
(social, economic, political, cultural, legislative). From the position of liberal law-thinking, the legislation in
socialism era is not the legal legislation. That’s why well-known socialism law has not minimum necessary
qualities of law, presents in the legal principle of the formal equality and freedom of the individuals.

The evolutional development of the constitution by itself determines the reforming of the state and social
viability as the complete process. The renewing of the modern civil, civil procedure, labor, and criminal,
criminal procedure legislation must correlate to the main principles and positions of the constitution. The
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Constitution is the kernel of the legal system. The supremacy of law is the important part of the constitution.
The Supreme Law has to prepare the ideological and normative legal soil to the development of human-being
and limit the state arbitrariness.

Materials and methods. The research uses such methods as historical, system-structural, comparative-
legal, logical, concrete-sociological, complex research of scientific sources, induction and deduction, and
analysis of statistical data.

The research scholars, such as McDowell, Wright, Brandom, Wittgenstein, Noam Chomsky, Quine, Frege,
Tarski, Field, Moore, Russell and Grice, represented the language as the factor of social development.

The Supreme Law ought to absorb all positive beginnings and to become the normative expression of
progressive humanitarian and ethics mind. That’s why the constitution is not only the Supreme Law of the
state, adopted in accordance with the necessary procedure, but the law, which supplies the supremacy of law
in the state, i.e. arranges and guarantees the freedom framework and formal equality of the participants of
the social community. Of course, when we are talking about the principle of the supremacy of law, we mean
the principle of the supremacy of the highest law. It’s supposed the functioning of the special justice organ in
the state, which has an obligation to supply the supremacy of law in the legal system of the country over the
whole territory and realize the characteristic of the Republic of Kazakhstan as the democratic law-abiding
state [4, P.58].

Indeed, we would like to stress the common benefit and definite progress from the quality laws. Otherwise,
the laws will become the sources of unstable in the society. The great role in the securing of the supremacy
of the law play the officials. The observance of the law by the officials of the highest and middle level as the
main addressee of the execution of this principle is the index of the law-docile of any society. They are the
representatives of the state; their behavior and reflection to the law are forming in such quality the public
opinion [5, P.64].

Often, when policies and technical solutions fail to achieve intended outcomes, institutional failure takes
the blame, and the solution usually proposed is to “improve” institutions. But many types of institutional
arrangements and trajectories can enable development, as examples around the world demonstrate, whereas
often many other “best practices” fail [6, P.20]. The supervision for the execution of laws is the most effective
and successive form of control from the state and in very important sphere- the maintenance of the legality. It
is free from the departments and a local influence; that’s why it is objective solves the state tasks.

Philosophy of the language was intended to provide integrative functions. The other subjects of the
state and state organs, to whom the principle of the supremacy of law has been addressed, according to the
constitution and international standards, are the citizens and their associations. Many things are depends on
the condition of the observance of law at the highest echelons of state power, i.e. we mean the original effect:
when the condition of the maintenance of legality by the officials influences on the perception of law by the
citizens and it’s maintenance by them. Other words, the officials with their personal example must to prove
the and to show their adherent to this principle and to develop the real and fact initiative on the maintenance
of the legality [7, P.16].

When commitment to deals is not credible, contending sides walk away from the bargaining table and
violence prevails: warring factions may renege on peace agreements, policy makers may default on promises
to transfer resources to discontented groups or regions, disputants may fail to abide by court judgments, or
the police may abuse citizens instead of protecting them [8, P.10].

Results. In the context of the securing of the supremacy of law the main thing is the maintenance of the
economic guarantees of the supremacy of law. All the essential changes in the economic life of the country are
almost reflect the condition of the guarantee of laws. The crisis in the economic sphere leads to the weakening
of the positions of law in the society. And opposite, the strengthening, consolidation in the country of the
economical guarantees has as the result the strengthening of the positions of law in the society [9, P.222].
Among the economical guarantees we can separate the different forms of the property, business and the
market of the merchants, capitals, labor, and also the level of the prosperity of the country, resources, real
material means, the level of maintenance of the judicial rights and obligations.

The material guarantee is the main supposition of the reality of rights and freedoms, declared in the
legislation. In some countries we can see the overthrow of the life’s level of the population, unemployment,
prosperity, value of life directly influenced on the extent of maintenance of law in the country. Thus, the
strong observance of law might be only in the conditions of the economical stability of the country.

Thelevel of the legal culture of the citizens directly influences on the maintenance of the laws. Unfortunately,
the level of legal culture in some independent republics of CIS (former soviet republics) doesn’t correspond
to the demands of democratic society [10, P.355].
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Discussion. Growth requires an environment in which firms and individuals feel secure in investing their
resources in productive activities. This commitment may arise in diverse ways. The sense of respect to law
must be educated throw the system of legal education and active teaching to the legal disciplines at the
universities. In this context the most attention is very necessary to turn on the quality of teaching of law at the
universities. We need to take into account that the majority of the population live in the rural places. That’s
why it seems very effective to form the special group from the famous scholars-lawyers in order to liquidate
the legal illiteracy of rural population.

Thus, it is very important to activate the policy of the legal propaganda with the aim of the raise the level
of the legal culture. Either the institutes of the state or the institutes of the civil society must be involved in
this process. The political elite and the society mast to realize, that the legal illiteracy is the disease, barrier,
together with the corruption, which obstacle to the forming of law-abiding state.

For investment and innovation, firms and individuals must believe that others will also invest. Institutions
can help solve market failures by coordinating both investment decisions and the expectations of market
participants. The insight that a failure to coordinate investment activity can lead to development of the
language.

Consider the case in which large-scale factories are more efficient, but investing in them is not profitable
for individual firms unless those firms invest simultaneously in a group. Perhaps the size of the market is too
small to justify large-scale investments unless all the industries expand together, providing markets for one
another.

Conclusion. The Kazakh language is going through the most difficult period, and the long expansion of
the Russian language seems to be complemented by a strict expansion of the English language. The great
role in the building of law-abiding state and the civil society belongs to the attempts of the state to raise the
level of legal culture of the citizens as in the cities as well, and also in the rural places. We need to form the
universal information field, directed into the propaganda of the principles of law, law-abiding state, human
rights and elementary knowledge about own rights and the means of the realization of this rights. Mass media
and organs of local government must to be involved in that field.
