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LEGISLATIVE BASIS FOR COMBATING TERRORISM AND RELIGIOUS EXTREMISM

Abstract. This article explores the legal policy of the Republic of Kazakhstan in countering the state of
terrorism, discloses growth of extremist sentiments of certain part of believers, analyzes the main factors of
the existence of religious extremist ideology, and examines the monographs and scientific articles in this area,
revealing the worldview meaning and content of terrorism and religious extremism. Main aim of this article
is to study the legal policy of the Republic of Kazakhstan in countering the state of terrorism and religious
extremism, as well as the main scientific works in this field; religious associations were formed in Kazakhstan.
Terrorist organizations have become new actors influencing the policies of the states. Unfortunately, terrorism
has spread throughout the world. The concepts of “extremism” and “terrorism” are interrelated. Terrorism
is an integral part of extremism, one of the types of its manifestations, directly related to violence or the
threat of violence and the impact on the state. Extremism is broader: it also includes activities that are not
violent, but still grossly violate the rights and freedoms of citizens, having an ideological background. In
order to strengthen the prevention of religious extremism and terrorism, regular positions of specialists in the
organization.

Key words: legal policy, secular state, religious associations, extremism, terrorism, national security, legal
basis of the fight, penitentiary prevention of terrorism, problems of counteraction, extremist organization.

Introduction. The Republic of Kazakhstan, aware of the danger of religious extremism in the context
of national security, is constantly improving the legal framework for combating these types of crimes.
Consideration of crimes includes the number of terrorist crimes; it is impossible without using the systematic
approach. The development of the fundamental directions in the criminal policy, including the policy to
counteract the number of terrorist crimes, is quite significant in scientific purposes, but also for practical
purposes. In connection with the structuring of the criminal law norms, based on the number of fundamental
parameters of the criminal policy of the most important criminal law institutions.

It is indisputable to study any phenomenon; most significant features, compare them with the related
concepts in order to identify the regularities of the phenomenon under the study and give its exact definition.
In relation to the research topic, the problem of defining the concept of “penitentiary prevention of terrorism”
is quite important. However, for more complete definition of this concept, it is necessary to consider the related
concepts such as “terrorism”, “extremism”, “prevention”, “prevention of criminal offenses”, “penitentiary
prevention”. In some cases, the literature may confuse the definition of these words. This indicates unified
interpretation of these concepts in world practice, which makes it extremely difficult to develop any common
approaches to solve the problem of countering; these two dialectically interrelated social phenomena that are
equivalent in danger, but have differences in the mechanism of development and consequences [1, P.7].

Materials and methods. The research uses such methods as historical, system-structural, comparative-
legal, logical, concrete-sociological, complex research of scientific sources, induction and deduction, and
analysis of statistical data.

The modern dictionary of foreign words treats extremism (from lat. extremus-extreme) 1) measures, for
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example, in politics; 2) wild, inhumane policy of “extreme measures”, violence and terror, justified by the
need to achieve humane and noble goals in the distant future [2, P.492].

S.I. Ozhegov and N.Yu. Shvedova also wrote: “adherence to extreme views and measures (usually
in politics)” [3, P.783]. If we talk about religious extremism, extremism in Islam is the trend within the
framework of modern Islamism, understood as the political movement that seeks to influence the process of
the social development, based on its own religious and legal norms and doctrinal dogmas. The theoretical
justification for extremism in Islam is that Muslim society has lost its original, truly Islamic character. As
the result, modern political institutions and power structures represented as “infidels” become the object of
aggressive attacks by religious extremists, since they are the main obstacle to establishing the foundations of
the Islamic order [4, P.68].

The difference between extremism and terrorism, in our opinion, was most clearly defined by the Russian
historian and expert E.V. Tukumov: “Extremism and terrorism are quite close phenomena, although there is
no automatic connection between them: it is clear that every terrorist is an extremist, then it would be wrong
to assume that every extremist is the terrorist. Of course, extremism as certain mindset logically leads to the
justification of terror, but it does not necessarily reach this point” [5, P.68].

In general, terrorism grows out of extremism, and, in fact, terrorism is murder of ordinary citizens, the
destruction of various material objects, etc. [6, P.114]. If the essence of religious extremism is most fully
revealed, it is obvious that in addition to terrorism by itself, which acts in the name of Islam, there are various
branches of Christian, Hindu and other confessional varieties of religious terrorism, and potentially none of
the religions can be immune from its influence. We believe that terrorists exist within any religion, not just
in Islam. It is noteworthy in this regard, the statement of the famous Russian researcher Yu.M. Antonyan:
“Strange are the attempts to solve this complex problem by declaring these groups non-islamic in accordance
with the simplest syllogism: Islam is the religion of peace; radical (extremist, terrorist) groups that call
themselves Islamic call for violence (the opposite of peace) and practice it; therefore, these groups are not
really Islamic” [7, P.64]. We see clear distinctions between the word “Islam” and the adjective “Islamic”.

The etymological meaning of the term “terrorism” is based on the root “terror”, which comes from the
Latin word terror - fear, horror. Approximately the same meaning is given to the English word “terror” and
the French word “terreur”. D.G. Belyavsky understands terrorism as “intimidation by death penalty, murder
and all the horrors of rampage” [8, P.58].

Results. In the explanatory dictionary of S.I. Ozhegov and N.U. Shvedova, terror is defined as “intimidation
of one’s political opponents, expressed in the physical violence, up to destruction”, and terrorism by itself “as
the policy and practice of terror” [3, P.781]. In the dictionary of the foreign words, terror is understood as “the
policy of intimidation, suppression of the political opponents by violent measures” [2, P.490]. In the modern
literature, this concept has changed significantly. Some authors defines terrorism as “violence containing the
threat of other equally violence in order to cause panic, disrupt and even destroy state and public order, instill
fear, force the enemy to make the desired decision, cause political and other changes...” [9, P.68].

The scholars believe that “terrorism is publicly committed generally dangerous acts or threats aimed at
intimidating the population or some part of it, in order to directly or indirectly influence the decision-making
or rejection of the interests of the terrorists” [10, P.180]. Terrorism is the social and legal phenomenon that
manifests itself as the negative form of social protest against crisis of the socio-political state, which consists
in violating public security, involving the population in order to exert pressure on government structures.

The process of developing universal definition of terrorism is also hindered by the unwillingness of some
states to bind them to firm formula that can potentially create obstacles to cooperation with the terrorist
organizations, hidden from the world and their own citizens; aimed at achieving well-defined geopolitical
goals. In particular, the legislation of many countries does not contain the definition of terrorism, which not
only hinders the consolidation of efforts of the world community in the fight against this socially dangerous
phenomenon.

Discussion. According to part 1 of art. 255 of the Criminal Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan, “danger
of destruction of people, causing significant property damage or the onset of other socially dangerous
consequences; if these acts are committed to violate public security, intimidate the population, influence
decision-making by the state bodies of the Republic of Kazakhstan, foreign state or international organization
of provocation of war or complication of international relations, and the threat to commit such acts for the
same purpose”.

The Strategy of the Republic of Kazakhstan 2015-2025 “Fight with corruption” analyzed the ideology of
violence and the practice of influencing decision-making by the state bodies, local self-government bodies or
international organizations by committing or threatening to commit violence.
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Therefore, in our view, the definition of terrorism will constantly change. Well, the reasons for the decline
in the effectiveness of anti-terrorist activities. The legal policy of the Republic of Kazakhstan in countering
terrorism and religious extremism has revealed the number of serious problems. Terrorism and extremism
in the most dangerous forms are manifested in the form of the crimes. In this regard, countering these
phenomena with criminal law response measures is relevant. Also norms, providing for the criminal liability
for terrorism in the new Criminal Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan require the special approach and
further improvement.

In our opinion, despite the huge number of different interpretations of this phenomenon, the rational grain
in the definition of terrorism is precisely deterrence through violent actions. Having studied the etymology
of this term, we do not aim to give the author’s definition, which has been sufficiently analyzed by many
scientists.

Terrorism is getting younger, more educated and technologically advanced. Thus, this improved rule
provides for responsibility for the manifestation of terrorism against fairly wide range of individuals. The
Law “On countering terrorism”, along with other new terms, also provides “prevention of terrorism”, which
includes the set of legal, economic, social, organizational, educational, propaganda and other measures,
implemented by state and local executive bodies to identify, study, eliminate the causes and conditions that
contribute the struggle with extremism.

Under the financing of terrorism means providing or collecting money and (or) other property, rights to
property or benefits of property character, and also gift, exchange, donation, charity, providing information
and other kinds of services or the provision of financial services to the physical person or group of persons, or
legal person, committed by person in order to realize terroristic activities or that the provision of equipment,
provided information, financial and other services will be used for carrying out terrorist activities or providing
support to terrorist group, terrorist organization, or illegal paramilitary group.

It is well-known, that in our multi-confessional country, the tolerant attitude to religion has been formed,
three world religions coexist peacefully in it, which indicates tolerance. In our opinion, new approaches have
accumulated all the most advanced, innovative and valuable.

The lack of effective mechanisms and methods in modern law creates an increase in both terrorism itself
and the acts associated with it; channels for financing terrorism is the drug industry, human trafficking,
legalization of the proceeds of crime, illegal arms trafficking, etc.

Among the most dangerous areas of criminal activity is international terrorism, as well as the modification
of its sources of financing.

Terrorism is committed publicly dangerous method, which includes assault on the person to violate
national, economic and other public security of the state, organizations and institutions influence the decisions
of the state, public organizations and bodies, foreign states, international organizations, creating panic and
fear among the population and number of persons, on which depends the solution of the set tasks by terrorists,
and the threat of its commission.

Taking into account all the variety of types and manifestations of terrorism, it becomes obvious that one
of the main tasks of modern legal science should be an attempt to develop clear and uniform definition of this
concept. This approach, due to the urgent practical need, will eliminate the existing discrepancies, as well as
create opportunities for conducting competent preventive policy in the fight against terrorism in the future.
The lack of elaboration and discussion of some aspects of the subject under the study gives us reason to study
the content of this institution in depth and define clear concept of “penitentiary prevention of terrorism”.
It seems that the scientifically based implementation of effective preventive measures in the fight against
terrorism in places of detention requires the deep understanding of this process, its qualitative content, and the
discovery of the most effective methods of working with this category of convicts. The development of the
definition of prevention of terrorism in the penal correction system includes an expanded interpretation and
correlation of such concepts as “prevention of criminal offenses”, “penitentiary prevention”, “and prevention
of terrorism”, the etymology of these words and their public understanding.

The most dangerous form of violent extremism is religious-adherence extreme religious views, fanaticism,
and actions involving extreme cruelty, aggression, and violence. The purpose of religious extremism is to
incite religious hostility and hatred aimed at seizing power and changing the state system. The main reason:
dissatisfaction with the situation in the society and social conditions; spiritual and ideological vacuum.

The canons of religious instruction differ from the traditional, practiced in the official educational
institutions of this type, and the curriculum is replete with exclusively extremist materials. Struggle for power
of national-political elites and organized criminal groups unrelated to them, anti-state national separatism is
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merging with reactionary fundamentalist trends in Islam, on the common platform of attempts to violently

regions, where Muslims traditionally live, are trying to give Islam the politicized connotation.

In their orientation and essence, radical trends in Islam are one of the types of totalitarian destructive sects.
The Wahhabis promise the citizens, involved in these sects, the comfortable life, against the background of
the promised well-being; young people fall under strict control and dependence, to the so-called “spiritual
mentors”. Specialized educational institutions have the great influence on the religious education of the
region’s residents. They are financed by the foreign Islamic organizations and from the donations of the
believers.

Conclusion. In the Republic of Kazakhstan, within the framework of the State Program on Countering
Religious Extremism and Terrorism in the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2018-2022, force and prohibitive
measures are mainly applied. Among the most dangerous areas of the criminal activity is international
terrorism, as well as the modification of its sources of financing.
