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YOUNG STUDENTS’ PATRIOTISMFORMATION: ORGANIZATIONAL LEGAL AND
SOCIO-PEDAGOGICAL ASPECTS

Abstract. The documents of the state of Ukraine note that the system of National-Patriotic Education
is based on the idea of strengthening Ukrainian statehood as a consolidating factor in the development of
society, the formation of patriotism. It presupposes the need for patriotic education of young people for the
spiritual improvement of Ukrainian society, the formation of the foundations of civil society, the rule of law,
humanism, freedom, and social justice.

This paper presents a study conducted using a questionnaire on student patriotism. For this purpose, the
authors used the questionnaire project «Patriot», adapted for research purposes. Quantitative and qualitative
analysis of the survey results was carried out. The first block includes students ‘ understanding of the concept
of «patriotismy», as well as allows you to identify the signs of patriotism.

The questions of the second block are aimed at determining how patriotic the student considers himself
and what factors influenced this. It is established that the formation of patriotic education of schoolchildren is
influenced by the people around them, their friends and parents, and, to a lesser extent, the media.

The studied opinions of students about events that contribute to the education of patriotism: meetings with
famous people and war veterans; volunteer actions; Memorial evenings; events dedicated to the Cossacks;
events using innovative forms and methods of patriotic orientation; actions of patriotic and civic orientation;
events where Ukrainian song is performed, where oral folk art is used to a certain extent; sports events;
watching films; competitions of patriotic songs; excursions.

Key words: patriotism, patriotic education, the study of patriotism, legal grounds for the patriotism
formation, the formation of values student, institution of higher education.

Introduction. Modern dynamic transformations in the political and socio-economic life of the state
actualize the problem of the formation of patriotism among the youth of Ukraine. Patriotism as a social
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quality of a person is formed by a large number of factors of the social environment, but the role of a higher
educational institution in this process can hardly be overestimated. In our opinion, this is one of the deepest
human feelings, which is the spiritual foundation of the country’s development and a necessary condition for
its establishment in the modern world.

Love for the Motherland education in the personality, based on universal and national spiritual values, is
declared in a number of documents of the national level, such as: Decree of the President of Ukraine “On the
Strategy of National-Patriotic Education”, National Doctrine for the Development of Education in Ukraine,
National Strategy for the Development of Education in Ukraine for the Period until 2021, “National Program
for Patriotic Education of Citizens, Development of Spirituality”, “Concept of National-Patriotic Education
of Children and Youth”; Laws of Ukraine “On Education”, “On Higher Education”; Orders of the Ministry of
Education and Science of Ukraine, etc.

From the designated destination, it is possible to create a change in order to support the legal regulation of
the formulation of patriotism in the most powerful state-of-the-art, it seems to be such an important normative
lance: “Doctrine - Concept - Strategy - Program” was adopted on a general basis.

The environment of legal warehousing, later in the sense and organization, since recently is represented
by the new central body of the government, which is the form that realizes the policy, and the same: So, the
context of the local government is assigned to the very structures of normative legal acts in the sphere of the
national patriotic education [1].

These documents note that the system of national-patriotic education is based on the idea of strengthening
Ukrainian statehood as a consolidating factor in the development of society, the formation of patriotism.
“Ukrainian patriotism is designed to protect the national interests of its state, restore its territorial integrity,
give a new impetus to the spiritual improvement of the people, the formation of a civil society in Ukraine,
which provides for the transformation of public consciousness, moral, legal culture of the individual, the
flowering of national identity and is based on the recognition of the priority of human rights” [2, p. 3].

Patriotic education should be the driving force behind the spiritual recovery of the Ukrainian society, the
formation of a civil society, it will function on the principles of the rule of law, humanism, freedom, and social
justice.

The problem of the formation of patriotism was the subject of research by representatives of the Ukrainian
pedagogical science G. Vashchenko, A. Dukhnovich, B. Grinchenko, M. Hrushevsky, A. Makarenko, I.
Ogienko, S. Rusova, G. Skovoroda, V. Sukhomlinsky, I. Franko, T. Shevchenko and others.

Philosophical, psychological and socio-pedagogical aspects of patriotic education are revealed in the
studies of 1. Bekh, M. Borishevsky, P. Verbitskaya, A. Gevko, M. Evtukh, 1. Zyazyun, A. Pogrebny, A.
Savchenko, M. Stelmakhovich, K. Black, A. Shestopalyuk and others.

A. Abramchuk, A. Gevko, A. Zharovska, M. Koba, A. Maksyutov, Nikolaenko, G. Petrov, A. Ratsul, A.
Stepina, V. Shinkaruk, etc. worked on the problem of the formation of patriotic personality traits of students
of higher educational institutions.

Fundamental aspects in terms of the formation of patriotism of young students are explored in the articles:
“The Role of Legal Culture in Maintaining Social Stability and Countering Separatist Movements: Case
of Ukraine” [3]; “On the scientific discovery of the “Law of the preservation and development of ethnic
groups through salvific harmony on a true spiritual basis” [4]; “Risks of the education” [5]; “Formation of
professional activity of future social pedagogues” [6]. Also, in the previous articles of the co-authors, certain
issues devoted to the education of patriotism were considered [7; 8].

Methodology of the study. The purpose of the article is to study the features of the patriotic consciousness
of student youth in Ukraine.

We carried out an empirical study, which covered the students of the specialty “Forestry” of the National
University of Bioresources and Nature Management of Ukraine. The survey was conducted using the version
of the Patriot questionnaire adapted by us for the purpose of research [9]. The study involved 72 people.

Conditionally, the questions of the questionnaire can be grouped according to the following semantic
blocks: first - understanding the essence of the concept of “patriotism”; the second block of questions is
devoted to identifying the features of the patriotic consciousness of students; the third block of questions is
aimed at identifying the forms and methods of educational work that contribute to the formation of patriotism.

Results and discussion. Let us dwell on the quantitative and qualitative analysis of the results of the
survey of students.

To the question “What do you mean by the concept of” patriotism?” students gave the following answers:
“love for your country, people”, “defending the interests of your country in any situations”, “love and respect
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for your native language”, “faith in the success of your country”, “love for the Motherland”, “pride in people
who were given by their native land”, “possession and use of their native language”, “devotion to their
country”, “selfless love and service to the Motherland, readiness for self-sacrifice for its good”, “love for the
native home, country, city”, “pride the advantage of the national culture”, “loyalty to national traditions”, “the
desire to help and protect their country”, “to be aware of oneself as an honest, responsible citizen” and others.

Answering the next question, the students pointed to the signs or expressions by which they define the
concept of “patriotism” for themselves. The results are as follows:

1) national identity, pride in belonging to one’s nation, people - 42 elections;

2) intransigence towards representatives of other nations and peoples - no choice;

3) internationalism, willingness to cooperate with representatives of other nations and peoples in the
interests of their country - 10 elections;

4) disinterested love and service to the Motherland, readiness for self-sacrifice for the sake of its good or
salvation - 22 choices;

5) love for one’s home, country, city, loyalty to national culture, traditions, way of life - 56 elections;

6) an attempt to work for the prosperity of Ukraine, so that the state in which you live is authoritative,
strong and respected in the world - 24 choices;

7) patriotism is not relevant now, not modern, not for modern youth - 2 choices.

8) patriotism is just a romantic image, a literary invention - such an answer has never been chosen.

Among the students who could not define the concept of “patriotism”, the reasons were established
accordingly. The respondents answered as follows: “no desire” - 6 people; the reason for “no possibility” was
also indicated by 6 respondents; “I consider it irrelevant” was noted by 10 people.

Thus, the overwhelming majority of students can clearly define their understanding of the concept of
“patriotism”.

Then the students were asked to complete the sentence: “To be a worthy citizen of their country means ...”.
The answer options were: “to be honest, independent in their decisions, a fair citizen”, “to be loyal to your
country”, “to be a patriot”, “to be a kind, good person”, “to be an honest and decent person”, “to be a worthy
person”, “To be honest to the country and to the people”, “to be free”, “to be yourself”, “to be proud of your
country”, “to be loyal to your country”, “to respect the rights of other citizens” and others.

So, the answers received to the questions of the first semantic block allow us to state that by patriotism
students most often understand “love for their homeland”. Students give priority value to such signs of
patriotism: love for one’s home, country, city, loyalty to national culture, traditions, way of life; national
identity, pride in belonging to their nation, people, an attempt to work for the prosperity of Ukraine, so
that the state in which they live is authoritative, strong and respected in the world. An insignificant number
of students indicated that patriotism is now irrelevant, outdated, not for modern youth. And such signs as
“irreconcilability towards representatives of other nations and peoples”, “patriotism is only a romantic image,
literary invention” did not get any choice.

The second block of meaning includes a number of questions, the answers to which make it possible to
state how much students consider themselves patriots.

To the question of the questionnaire “Do you consider yourself a patriot?” the following responses were
received. Half of the respondents gave an affirmative answer “yes” (36 respondents). 26 students, which is
36% of the total number of respondents, believe that they are patriots “in part”. 10 students (14%) do not think
that they are patriots of their country. Perhaps, such answers of students testify to different interpretations of
the concept of “patriotism” by students.

To find out which subjects of the formation of patriotic views most influenced the consciousness of
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students, the following answers were proposed: “educational institution”; “People around, friends”; “parents”;
“government”; “media”. The respondents’ answers showed that most often such influence is exercised by the
people around them and friends. They chose this answer 38 times. The second place after the elections of
the respondents was taken by the subject “parents”: it was indicated 36 times. The third place was taken by
the media (elected by students 16 times). Fewer student elections fell on such subjects as “authorities” and
“educational institution” (named by students, respectively, 14 and 10 times).

At the next stage of the research, the students were offered a list of individual psychological characteristics

and life values of a person developed by us (Table 1).

The respondents noted on a 10-point scale how these qualities and values are formed in them, with 1 point
corresponding to the minimum significance of the value, and 10 points to the maximum. In the process of
processing the results of the questionnaire, the total value of the value for the entire surveyed sample was
calculated and its average value was determined (Table 2).

The results presented in Table 2 show that for students the following individual psychological characteristics
and life values of a person are dominant: “independence” (average value 9); “Freedom (independence,
independence in judgments and actions)” (average value 8.9); “Responsibility (sense of duty, ability to keep
one’s word)”’(average value 8.8); “Having good and loyal friends” (average value 8.7); “Cleanliness” (average
value 8.5). The choice of precisely these qualities by students is explained by the peculiarities of adolescence.

Such individual psychological characteristics and life values of a person as “social recognition”
(average value 6); “Beauty of nature and art” (average value 6.1); “Wisdom of life” and “high demands
(high demands on life)” (average value 6.2); “Creativity (the possibility of creative activity)” (average
value 6.3); “Intransigence to shortcomings in oneself and others” (average value 6.4). As you can see, the
students’ answers are somewhat diverse. This, in our opinion, is explained by a kind of “value chaos” of the
consciousness of the studied youth.

The last block of questions is devoted to identifying the forms and methods of patriotic education,
implemented at the university and contributing to the effective patriotic education of student youth.
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Answering the questions of our questionnaire “What activities are held at the university to form patriotism?”
interviewed students indicated interviews; days of memory of the heroic past of Ukraine; meetings with
soldiers of the Great Patriotic War; various art events; Open days at the military department of the university;
excursions scientific and practical conferences dedicated to outstanding people of Ukraine, etc.

To the next question of the questionnaire “Do you participate in university events of a patriotic and civic
orientation?” the overwhelming majority of respondents (60, that is, 83%) answered yes. “No” was indicated
by 12 people (17%). So, a rather high interest in carrying out the above-mentioned events has been noted.

Answering the question “What civic activities are in demand by your institution of higher education?”
students named lectures and practical classes devoted to acute issues of the country’s development;
conversations of a patriotic direction; conferences; celebration of the Embroidery Day; holding concerts of
Ukrainian songs; Exhibitions; visiting museums; volunteer actions; meetings with the military involved in
the conflict in eastern Ukraine. The use of interesting forms and methods in educational work is emphasized
separately.

The results of the survey also indicate that the formation of patriotism among young people is positively
influenced by sports and various sports competitions. Thus, 40 (56%) respondents fully agree with this
opinion; 14 (19%) do not think so; the answer “partially” was given by 8 (11%) people. Another 10 people
(14%) found it difficult to answer the question.

Conclusion. So, the youth of Ukraine in the concept of “patriotism” puts its own set of individual
psychological characteristics and life values of a person, while clearly understanding its content.

The people around them, friends and parents have the greatest influence on the formation of the patriotic
upbringing of students, and somewhat less so - the mass media. The institution of higher education, according
to the students, is not the subject that significantly influenced the formation of their patriotic views. This is due
to the fact that the formation of patriotism begins at the early stages of personality development, on the one
hand, on the other hand, it opens up prospects for the development of a system for the formation of student
youth patriotism. It is advisable to take into account the researched opinion of students about the events that
will contribute to the upbringing of patriotism, in which they would like to become: meetings with famous
people and war veterans; volunteer actions; memorial evenings; events dedicated to the Cossacks; events
using innovative forms and methods of the patriotic direction; actions of a patriotic and civil orientation;
events in which oral folk art will be used to a certain extent, a Ukrainian song will be played; sporting events;
Watching movies; contests of patriotic songs; excursions.
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
